Dear Parents and Carers 
 
As we approach the end of the first half term we would like to take this opportunity to remind you 
of the school uniform and PE uniform guidance.  
 
The main school uniform is as follows:  
 

• White short or long-sleeved shirt which buttons to the neck and is tucked in (not a polo 
shirt) 

• Grey school regulation trousers or shorts 

• Grey socks 

• Navy blue sweatshirt embroidered with the school logo, black shoes (NOT trainers)  

• Girls are permitted to wear a navy skirt/navy blue school regulation trousers 

• Navy blue tights 

• A school tie may be worn – this is optional 

All hair beyond shoulder length must be tied back. Hair bands should be plain and not ornately 
decorated.  

No jewellery is permitted and earrings are limited to small studs only (no hoops for safety 
reasons).  

For PE and sport: 
 

• Plain white t-shirt for normal PE lessons 

• Black or navy-blue shorts which are mid-thigh at a minimum length (no Nike Pros) 

• Suitable supportive footwear – trainers.  

• For outdoors when it is cold, children can wear school fleeces and black or navy-blue 
tracksuit bottoms without sports logos. 

• House group t-shirts with the school logo are worn for inter-house games, competitions and 
for Sports Day.  

 
For health and safety reasons, hair must be tied back for all PE and sporting activities.  
 
No jewellery to be worn for PE and sporting activities (including watches). Earrings may be taped 
for the duration of healing when nearly pierced.  
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Please ensure your child has their PE kit in school every week for their PE lesson as 
follows: 
 
Year 3 - Monday 
Year 4 - Thursday 
Year 5 - Wednesday 
Year 6 – Friday
